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The Domestic Violence Program is the state government entity responsible for administering funding to 
Colorado's community-based domestic violence crisis centers (funded crisis centers) as well as 
providing technical assistance, training, and consultation to state, county, and other programs.  As such, 
the Domestic Violence Program works collaboratively with CDHS programs, and county and non-
governmental agencies to develop state domestic violence policy, address legislative issues, and measure 
the effectiveness and quality of domestic violence programs.
